9 To provide with a detailed knowledge of the main institutional and distributive 
aspects of Spanish economy. 

9 To provide the students with a general overview of the historical evolution, 
productive structure and institutional aspects of the economy of Valencian 
Community.

classes period (the mark will take into account both the final output –the essay-
and the oral presentations in class).
